Learning Outcomes

The Practical Training/Work Placement course aims at the practical application of the theoretical
scientific knowledge acquired through the successful completion of the Undergraduate Program and
the familiarization of students with potential workplaces. The course aims to provide experience and
familiarity with the real working environment in the fields of Natural Resources, the Environment and
Agricultural Engineering, and Agricultural Sciences in general, thereby enhancing the professional
prospects and integration of graduates into the labor market. The course offers students the
opportunity to acquire new knowledge and practical experience through their participation in group
projects. It is a comprehensive skills assessment process, which on the one hand helps students
improve their career prospects and on the other hand allows the Department to make targeted
interventions to improve the educational process.

The benefits of the practical training course for students are:

- Initial contact with the professional world and the acquisition of the necessary extroversion,

- Familiarization with market trends and the skills required,

- Applying the knowledge they have acquired at the University in the field of work that interests
them,

- Familiarization with the various aspects of the professional world, with the ultimate goal of
choosing the one that offers them the most benefits on a professional and personal level,

- Gaining a form of work experience that they can refer to in the future.

3. COURSE CONTENT

The Practical Training/Work Placement course is an important means of expanding academic
knowledge by gaining experience in dealing with and becoming familiar with problems and scientific
data in the real working environment, enhancing the professional career and integration into the
labor market of each student. student. The Internship course is compulsory for the award of the
degree and the number of Credit Units (ECTS) awarded is 10 ECTS. The duration of the Internship is
set at a minimum of 2 calendar months of full-time employment and can be completed consecutively
or in parts. The course period may begin at the start of the 10" semester, whenever the student
wishes. Graduating students may complete their Work Placement course throughout the year.

A key component of the educational process is the systematic practical training of students in the
University’s laboratories, research centers, services of the Ministry of Rural Development and Food,
private companies, agricultural cooperatives, etc. Practical training is compulsory and lasts at least
two months. The entire practical training process is the responsibility of the Departments. The
regulations of each Department provide for all the details concerning the practical training of
students.

STUDENTS EVALUATION | The Practical Training/Work Placement course is not graded
but is marked as "pass/fail." Participation in the Work
Placement and its successful completion implies success in
the course. Supervision by the Institution for the successful
completion of the Internship is carried out in Greek (English
in ERASMUS classes) and can be done in one of the following
ways: communication via computer (e.g., e-mail, MS Teams),
telephone communication, on-site visit to the place where
the Internship is carried out, when this is feasible and when
the necessary funds are available to carry it out. Supervision
by the Host Organization is equally important for the
successful completion of the Work Placement. The
designated supervisor of the Host Organization must devote
the necessary time to guiding the intern and monitoring
his/her progress. For the successful completion of the
Internship, the intern is required to submit any
information/documentation requested by the Work
Placement Supervisor and/or the Work Placement Office of
the Agricultural University of Athens, as specified in the
Internal Internship Regulations of the Department's P.P.S. At
the end of the internship, they submit the supporting
documents specified in the Internal Work Placement




Regulations of the Department's Undergraduate Program.
After the end of the Work Placement course, the following
documents are submitted: A. Evaluation form - confirmation
of completion of the work placement by the organization.
The supervisor of the work placement office evaluates the
student's performance, overall attendance, and final
summary report. B. Internship evaluation report by the
student. C. Scientific analytical written report on the content
of the practical training (practical training diary) by the
student. D. The supervisor of the institution evaluates the
students’ final report.
